Georgia Tech complies with all federal, 
state, and local laws and policies, including 
the policies of the Board of Regents of the 
University System of Georgia, on the abuse 
of alcohol and other drugs by its students. 
Legal drinking age in the State of Georgia
is 21.

ÅYou can be held responsible for
the actions of your guests! If you or 
your guests get in trouble you can face 
sanctions at Georgia Tech.

ÅIf you are under 21, your parents can be
notiþed of your misconduct.

ÅYou may have to participate in an alcohol
education course.

ÅYou could be required to undergo a
substance abuse evaluation and you 
can also be required to complete 
recommendations from a substance 
abuse professional.

ÅYou can also be placed on
probation, be suspended from 
Georgia Tech for a semester or 
more, or be expelled.

Having a party...

Keep the noise level down
Talk to your neighbors before the party.  
The most common reason police come to 
a party is because of neighbor complaints.

Parties during the week may bother 
people who live on a different schedule.

Keep the party indoors and the windows 
closed. Police will come if noise can be 
heard from across a property line.

Keep the size of the party reasonable
If the party spills outside there is more 
chance a complaint will be made.

Know your guests
Donõt open your party to people passing 
by. If uninvited guests wonõt leave, call the 
police.

Consume alcohol responsibly
It is illegal for anyone under 21 to 
consume alcohol.

Donõt play drinking games or continue to 
give alcohol to guests when it is obvious 
they have had enough.

Be a good host,
 keep your party safe

 
Provide non-alcoholic beverages and 
food

Remember, not everyone wants to drink 
alcohol.

If guests are 21 or over and choose to 
drink, it is safer if they drink on a full 
stomach.

Donõt leave anyone alone
If you know someone has had too much 
to drink, donõt leave them alone, and 
know the signs of alcohol poisoning.

If the police arrive...
Go talk to them and be cooperative.

If police tell you to turn down the music, 
do it!  

If police tell you to end the party, do it! If 
you need help breaking up the party, ask 
the police.

When your guests leave
Donõt let anyone leave alone. 

Call a sober friend or a cab to ensure 
your guests get home safely. 

If your guests walk home, encourage 
them to be respectful of the community 
by not littering, destroying property, or 
causing disturbances.

ALCOHOL POISONING 
Know the Symptoms 
ÅUnconscious, semiconscious, or cannot

be awakened. 

ÅVomiting.

ÅSeizures.

ÅSlow or irregular breathing (fewer than
eight breaths per minute or 10 seconds or 
more between breaths). 

ÅLow body temperature, pale, or bluish
skin.

Call for Help!
If a person is suffering from any acute 
alcohol poisoning symptoms they could 
die or suffer severe brain damage without 
immediate medical attention. 

ÅOn campus call 404-894-2500

ÅOff campus call Emergency 911 
ÅDonõt leave the individual alone. 
ÅDo not wait for all the

symptoms to be 
present.

ÅTurn the person on
their side to prevent 
choking from 
vomiting. Monitor 
their breathing.

ÅDo not try to help the
victim walk or sleep it off.

ÅBe aware that a person who has passed
out may die.

Focus on 
your friend’s 
health, not 
keeping your 
friend out of 
trouble.
